Dear Mr. Wennesland

“Let’s all stay in one room and so, in case we were shelled, then none of us will be distressed for others”
(A Palestinian Woman from Gaza, addressing her children under the Israeli shelling today)

On behalf of the Palestinian women who are now under ongoing Israeli aggression in the Gaza Strip and
West Bank, mainly Nablus, where three Palestinians were murdered yesterday, we address your
excellency appealing forimmediate intervention to contribute in protecting Palestinian women. We urge
you to interfere immediately to make use of your power and role to contribute in ending the suffering of
Palestinians and put an end to the Israeli violations of the International Humanitarian Law.

The media outlets were fully occupied this week with photos of women and girls who are terrified due to
shelling the houses of Palestinians in Gaza, in clear violation of the international human rights law.
Palestinian women are losing the sense of feeling safe for themselves and their kids.

To turn a blind eye to Israel’s massacres in Gaza and in the West Bank, is to be complicit in Israel’s
genocidal attacks against the Palestinian people. Tens of Palestinians, most f whom are women and
children, were murdered within the three days war on Gaza Strip.

We believe that it is time for the United Nations Commissions and coordinators to initiate immediately
and utilize its power to for activating the United Nations Mechanisms to protect Palestinian women as
part of women global community.

PWWSD on behalf of Palestinian women calls upon the United Nations to interfere immediately and
ensure accountability of the Israeli occupation for its crimes and violations of the international law. It is
time to end the impunity granted to the Israeli occupation war criminals and to stop applying double
standards by the international community in dealing with the global issues. It is time to provide Palestinian
women with international protection to ensure enjoying peace and security, according to the UNSCR
1325, alike the rest of women all over the world.

PWWSD calls for the right to life including ending the siege of Gaza, and prosecuting Israeli war criminals.
To be silent amidst these continuous crimes is to accept Israeli colonial violence, and to deny Palestinians
the right to life. We write to convey our deep condemnation of the continuous loss of lives, and to express
our rejection of the support given by most governments to Israeli violence. We refuse to accept violence
as part of the daily lives of Palestinians in occupied Gaza, the West Bank, Jerusalem and elsewhere. We
are outraged by the terrorism of the Zionist settler colonial regime that positions us as disposable objects,
non-human others, a laboratory for testing new technologies of killing.

Our hope for the future and love of life fuels our struggle against continuous injustice. We call upon the
people of the world to demonstrate their solidarity with the people of Gaza and their outrage at the
complicity of governments.

Your Excellency,

The Israeli Occupation State is going on in its military aggression against Palestinian civilians in
Gaza Strip while turning eye blind to the international law and human values. Israel, the
Occupying Power, is acting as outlaw state in front of the world and the United Nations
Agencies.
